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Abstract
This messageThesis addresses the reformist thought of Abu
Hamid Al-Ghazali (d. 505A.H), One of the most prominent Muslim
scholars of the °th century AH. For this topic we have chosen to
introduce the biography and scholarly life of Imam Abu Hamid al-
Ghazali, followed by three chapters:

Chapter One: Discusses the reform of the self through spiritual
purification, ethical refinement, deep engagement in worship, and
sincerity in intentions, aiming to draw closer to God.

Chapter Two: Covers the reform of society and the correction of
the intellectual and moral deviations of his time.

Chapter Three: This chapter dealt with the reform of political
power, as Al-Ghazali worked to provide advice to kings, sultans, and
politicians, and urged them to reform themselves, stressing that rulers
must be role models in Islamic behavior and morals.

Al-Ghazali authored many significant works defending the correct
Islamic creed and addressing the moral and social issues the society faced
and still faces today, such as (al-Iqtisad fi al-I'tigad), (Qawa'id al-Aqa'id),
his monumental (Thya' 'Ulum al-Din), (Bidayat al-Hidayah), and (Minhaj
al-'Abidin), Among other writings that have served as a resource for

Muslim scholars.
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
