This message studies the purposes of the seven letters and their
effects through analysis and inference from the narrations of the hadiths
related to this topic, as well as the opinions of scholars. It also examines
the purposes of the Quranic readings based on the three pillars of the
mutawatir reading, the choices of the reading imams, and their

objectives, along with the works of Ibn Mujahid and Ibn Al-Jazari.

As a practical application in the science of readings, we
conducted a special survey for readers and students to assess their
level of awareness of this science and its goals. The message
concluded that the seven letters have great divine purposes and that
they had a significant impact on spreading the Islamic call. Without
them, the Arabs would not have united under the banner of the Quran.

Each purpose has lasting effects to this day, applied in reality.

The Quranic readings were chosen through the efforts of great
reading imams, following the purposes of the seven letters, which the
Islamic community has established and preserved. The words of Allah,
glorified and exalted, represented by the seven letters and the Quranic
readings, are a great blessing and a supreme honor. It is essential to
understand their purposes and objectives to worship Him with
knowledge and awareness. Researchers should focus on these
purposes and bring them to light for the benefit of students of
