Abstract

This study investigates the concept of intentional interpretation as an
important type of interpretation. The aim of the study is to highlight the
definition of intentional or purposeful interpretation, its importance,
features, and criteria. Although intentional interpretation is relatively
modern compared to other types of interpretations, such as linguistic
interpretation or interpretative tradition or narrative interpretation, this
does not mean that ancient interpretations did not mention it. Rather, it
was noted in some references or hints, particularly those that refer to the
objectives of the noble Surahs, and sometimes to the objectives of Sharia.
With the current need to fully understand the meanings and implications
of verses and Surahs, it is the responsibility of interpreters in this era to
provide the comprehensiveness and universality that the Holy Quran
embodies, in addition to linking them with the discoveries of the secrets
of science, human creation, the universe, and other aspects that serve

interpretation in general and intentional interpretation in particular.

This study on intentional interpretation presents applied examples
from the Surahs of the Holy Quran, ranging from Surah Ash-Shura (Part
Y0) to Surah An-Nas (Part Y'-). The thesis begins with an introduction that
clarifies the terms used in the title, explains the meaning of intentional
interpretation, and its importance. The remainder of the research is
divided into five chapters, each containing a number of Surahs.
Generally, the organization follows this structure: an introduction to the
Quranic Surah, referencing the verse that contains the objectives by
explaining the meanings of its unusual terms, then mentioning the
statements of interpreters regarding it, followed by the intentional

interpretation of the verse.
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
