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Abstract

Militias and military forces emerged after the Lebanese Civil War
(1975-1990), which emanated from the active Lebanese parties at the
time, adopting the sectarian color of these parties that were born from
their womb. Among them was the militia of the Lebanese forces, which,
within a few years of their formation, became the strongest right-wing
Christian military force in Lebanon, and imposed control over the rest of
Lebanon's Christian parties and militias and blamed them for confronting
Lebanese left and Islamic forces in addition to the Palestinian armed
factions in Lebanon throughout the years of the civil war.

Writing about the history of Lebanon during the period (1983-
1990) and highlighting the role of the Lebanese forces during it is not an
easy issue, as this stage is one of the most dangerous stages of the civil
war and the history of Lebanon, as the negative effects of the Israeli
invasion of Beirut 1982 left the differences between the different sects
and parties in Lebanon. And wars and revenge operations were born,
starting with the War of the Mountain 1983 and ending with the War of
Abolition 1990. The wars of this period were marked by the fact that the
fighting between the opposing camps was not limited, but rather that the
fighting turned into a single camp or sect, as is the case in the March 12,
1985 uprising and the internal Lebanese forces war 1986. And the battles
of the Amal movement, Hezbollah and others.

During this phase, Arab and international efforts and interventions
to stop the civil war increased, and many conferences were held (Geneva
Conference 1983, Lausanne Conference 1984, Taif Conference 1989) and
many papers and draft agreements were presented to end the crisis (the
Triple Agreement 1985, and my papers Hariri in June and November
1987) and others. The Lebanese forces opposed most of them and worked
to thwart them, with the exception of the Taif Agreement. It found it
opposed to the philosophy and theory adopted by the Lebanese forces and
based on the establishment of an autonomous (Christian canton) in
Lebanon, which has the support of the traditional ally of the Lebanese
forces (Israel).
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During the period (1988-1990), the Lebanese Forces entered a
period of decline, both publicly and militarily, with the emergence of
General Michel Aoun's phenomeno, After the political and economic
recovery in East Beirut during 1987, the reason for this decline is due to
the violent internal wars waged by the Lebanese forces against the
Lebanese army led by General Michel Aoun (war of ports and utilities
and the war of abolition) in addition to (the liberation war) against Syria,
and this is what It pushed it to support the 1989 Taif Agreement and
subsequently participate in the overthrow of General Michel Aoun,
October 13, 1990, thus ending the civil war in Lebanon, for the Lebanese
forces to enter a new stage, the stage of the political party in September
1991.
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
