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Abstract

The aim of this research is to know the effect of an educational
program on the developing of acceptance of the other among middle
school students according to the variables of groups and sex and their
interaction.

To achieve this goal, the researcher formulated a main zero
hypothesis and three sub-hypotheses:

The researcher used the experimental method, as he chose the
experimental design of the world (2x3) with two experimental groups and
equal control of males and females. And 18 female students, while the
two control groups consisted of (18) students and (18) female students.
For the measure of acceptance of the other, age in months, sex,
achievement level of the father and the mother). The researcher designed
an educational program with (12) sessions based on anthropological and
psychological studies and a number of theories such as the theory of
(Alport, Maslow, Reef) in order to develop the acceptance of the other.

The scale of the acceptance of the other was built, as the scale was
in its final form of (32) items. (2) session for each week for the period
(6/11/2018 to 9/1/2019) After the end of the program sessions, the
researcher re-applied the scale dimension to the members of the same
sample and analyzed the data statistically using the test of analysis of
binary global variance and the Dunkan test for multiple momparisons and
Tow Way-ANOVA (2x3)reached the following results: :

1- There are statistically significant differences between the three
ethnic groups, where the calculated value of (251.495) was higher
than the tabular value (3.989) at the level of significance (0.05) and
the degree of freedom (2, 68).

2- There are statistically significant differences according to the sex
variable (males - females) and for the benefit of males, where the
calculated yard value (4.35), which is higher than the tabular yard
value (3.989) at the level of significance (0.05) and the degree of
freedom (1, 68).

3- There were statistically significant differences between the two
variables (group x sex) in favor of the experimental males. .



In light of the results, the researcher came up with a number of
conclusions including:

1- The effectiveness of the proposed educational program in the
development of acceptance of the other among students of the
intermediate stage.

2- The interaction of the educational program with the gender variable
positively in the development process to accept the other among
members of the research sample.

It also recommended the relevant authorities a number of
recommendations, including:

1- Emphasizing the teachers of middle school with cultural and social
diversity to promote a culture of tolerance, peaceful coexistence
and acceptance of the other.

2- School administrations of this kind to build bridges to build a
tolerant and receptive society through boards, teachers and parents.

He also suggested conducting future studies dealing with current
research variables.
