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Abstract

Islamic Sharia encompasses a wide array of sciences, among which is the
science of Usul al-Figh (Principles of Islamic Jurisprudence). This discipline
serves as the cornerstone for understanding Islamic law and deriving its rulings.
Throughout its history, Usul al-Figh has witnessed significant development at the
hands of various scholars, one of whom was Imam Ibn al-Salah. He authored the
book Adab al-Mufti wa al-Mustafti (The Etiquette of the Mufti and the One
Seeking a Fatwa), which stands as a refined scholarly model in the field.

Accordingly, my thesis, entitled “The Methodology of Imam Abu ’Amr
’Uthman ibn ’Abd al-Rahman, known as Ibn al-Salah al-Shahrazuri (d. 643 AH),
in his book Adab al-Mufti wa al-Mustafti,” focuses on an introductory study of
Imam Ibn al-Salah’s life and the scientific, social, and political conditions of his
time. It then provides an analytical overview of the book itself—its subject matter,
themes, and contents.

The core of the study examines the Imam’s methodology in various aspects,
including his approach to referencing the primary sources of Islamic legislation,
his method of citing the statements of the Companions, the Followers, and the
Followers of the Followers, among other methodological approaches.

This study aims to acquaint researchers with the classificatory methodology
adopted by the Imam in all the aforementioned areas, offering them a valuable
guide to follow in their own scholarly writing and compilation.
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
