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Abstract

The current research aims at preparing teaching-learning model based
on constructive theory and define its effect on achievement of second
intermediate school female pupils in holy Quran and Islamic education ,
development of their intellectual safety and their future thinking . To realize
such aim , researcher put three main null hypotheses out of the second and
third null hypothesis came two subordinate ones . The researcher relied on
the descriptive research methodology in preparing the educational-learning
design in accordance with the constructivist theory and the experimental
approach in knowing the effect of the independent variable on the dependent
variables.

Researcher adopted experimental design of two equal groups
(experimental and control ) due to its appropriateness

Society consisted of (265) females from second intermediate school
pupils of displaced in Dohuk , sample was (82) pupils intentionally chosen
divided into two groups : experimental ( division A ) from Dijlah high
school for females with (39) pupils , whereas control one ( division B ) of
Nineveh high school for girls with (43) pupils .

Researcher equalized both groups in variables of ( time age measured
in months , academic attainment of parents , pre-tests of previous
information , intellectual security , and future thinking , grade of Glorious
Quran and Islamic education of first intermediate class , and average of first
intermediate class )

Experiment lasted for a whole academic year beginning from Monday
14/10/2024 and ended in 21/4/2025

Researcher prepared the following tools :



I-achievement test of Glorious Quran and Islamic education with (60) items
. Answer alternatives were : complete the following , multiple choices
and true or false

2-Scale of intellectual security with (30) items of three answering
alternatives : completely apply , moderately apply , rarely apply)

3-future thinking test of (30) items of multiple choices

Psychometric features of three tools were verified . Data were
statistically treated using (SPSS) with the following statistical means : T-test
of two independent samples , T-test of two related samples , equation of
difficulty of item , equation of discrimination of item , equation of efficiency
of alternatives , Kuder=Richardson 20 equation and Alpha- Kronbach
formula )

Researcher concluded :

I-There are statistically significant differences between means of
experimental and control groups in achievement test in favor of
experimental one

2- There are statistically significant differences between means of
experimental and control groups in intellectual security in favor of
experimental group

3- There are statistically significant differences between grades of pre-post
test regarding scale of intellectual security for experimental and in favor
of post test

4-There are statistically significant differences between means of
experimental and control groups in future thinking ( post test ) and in
favor of experimental group

5-There are statistically significant differences between grades of pre-post

tests of future thinking of experimental group and in favor of post test

and suggestions , to name but few : state administration of education in
Nineveh and in collaboration with lecturers of college of basic education
organize training courses for teachers of Glorious Quran and Islamic
education about steps and procedures of teaching designs to be followed in
teaching process As for suggestions : a study about teaching-learning design
based on information theory on developing critical thinking and social
intelligence for fifth secondary class pupils / scientific branch in Glorious

Quran and Islamic education.
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
