The position of the foundations of modernity in the poetry of the
Diaspora Abu Madi and Al-Qarawi enjoys modernity in the formal and
substantive aspects, noting that the diaspora poetry bears the seeds of the
lead in the Arab poetic modernization, as the beginnings of the diaspora
in poetic writing began in the middle of the twentieth century, that is, in
the beginnings of the renewal of Arabic literature Hadith, which means
that they have passed the stage of revival and imitation, From the
temporal and technical point of view, what we noticed in their literary
texts showed a substantive and formal difference from what preceded it.
As for the form, we notice many things, most notably the systems such as
the muwashshah, the difference in rhymes, the flexibility of the language
and its absorption of modernity data, as well as other issues related to the
essence of modernity.

What reinforced the reason for choosing the topic was the wide fame,
novelty and accuracy of expression in the diaspora poetry, as well as the
diversity that made us investigate the difference and differences between
the poetry of the northern and southern diaspora and look at the changes
in both of them. With the researcher's inclination to diaspora literature
and her influence on it, which indicated her desire to highlight its hidden
and precious treasures. The Muhajirs are among the first founders of the
modernity project in modern Arabic literature, as the foundations of
modernity in their poetry came as a result of the changes that occurred in
various fields; vital, social, political, economic, and changing ways of
thinking, All of these things were reflected in their poetry, and we had a
new modernist poetry based on transcending the prevailing, and bringing
about a change aimed at creating new modernist poetry that is compatible
with the requirements of the current life through which man has

transformed into the era of modernity. Despite the expansion of the term
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modernity and its ramifications in all fields, when it enters into any field,
it causes a revolution against the old and the established for the sake of
change that is compatible with modern life in the modern society. As for
entering poetry, it disrupts the old traditional structure, transcending it to
a new structure whose goal is creation and change to make poetry more
spacious and free of expression. With satisfaction, the poet gives space to
be in harmony with the requirements of his time, thus producing different

poetry, but it is reconciled and integrated.
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
