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Abstract

This thesis deals with studying verbal prohibitions in the prophet’s Sunnah
through the induction of the Prophetic hadiths that included a ban of some sayings
and analyzing them according to their implications, rulings, and impact on the
Muslims’ lives. It came under the title: Hadiths mentioned in verbal prohibitions -
an analytical study.

The study intends to demonstrate the seriousness of the words that the
Prophet (peace and blessings of Allah be upon him) prohibited, whether they relate
to lying, backbiting, gossiping, cursing, and other sayings that may spoil social
relations and negatively affect Islamic morals and values. It also sheds light on the
legal wisdom of this prohibition and its impact on controlling the tongue with
references to refining speech according to the prophetic approach.

The research depended on the analytical inductive approach, where the
prophetic hadiths related to verbal prohibitions were collected and discussed
according to their authenticity of the science of hadith, then analyzed from a
linguistic, legal and jurisprudential perspective, while making use of from the
scholars’ explanations and the jurists’ opinions in determining the rulings related to
these hadiths. The study concluded that the prohibition of some sayings in Islam
was not merely a moral direction, but rather a legislation aimed at protecting society
from sedition and corruption, and correcting the individuals’ behaviour by
controlling the tongue. The study also emphasized the importance of adhering to the
legal etiquette in hadith, and the necessity of raising generations to choose good
words and warn against expressions that lead to sin and aggression.
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
