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Abstract

The importance of research in the study of the words of war in the poetry
of al-Mutanabbi in what they associate in the light of semantic field theory or
semantic fields, and this theory is one of the turning points in the history of
modern linguistics, and most of the vocabulary of our language was scattered in
the folds of the attacks presented in alphabetical order.

After the enumeration of war words from Mutanabi's office and its
distribution in its semantic fields, the study plan required that it be in four
chapters, preceded by a preliminary, followed by a conclusion. The second
issue: the war, its concept and motives in ancient societies, the war in al-
Mutanabi's poetry and its causes, and the battles fought by Mutanabi.

The first chapter deals with the areas of sword. This chapter is divided
into five paragraphs: the names of the sword, the second: its attributes, the third:

and in the second section words that indicate the army.

The research ended with a summary of the most important results that were
included, followed by proven sources and references and proven annexes. The
research approach was based on the statistical analytical approach in the light of
the semantic field theory, which will be followed by the researcher in his career,
because it is the core of the subject and appropriate to him, and this theory to
divide the vocabulary of the language into groups linked to the semantics and
put under the word common.

This study has reached important results, such as: The theory of semantic fields
contributes to highlighting the exact meaning of the word, through its presence
with the family of the language to which it belongs. And the word is not
identical (the semantic symmetry) between the two words only if the words are
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united and agreed and equally equal in significance and significance, so that the
first word can be dispensed with the second substitute for him such as (sword)
and (Hossam) Dhalin the same self, and this symmetry between words War
manifestation of al-Mutanabbi poetry in the scenes of the battle. The vocabulary
of the war in Al-Mutanabi's poetry was characterized by inspirational images
derived from several elements which made it very harmonious, through
arrangement, repetition and diversification, whether in the voices formed from
it, or in its morphological formulations, or in its composition, All in a tight
tissue unit.
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
