abundant information it contains. Before Islam to the stage in which it
was contemporary, the importance of this book was not limited to the
most prominent religious aspect only, but rather shed light on certain
aspects in the political, social, economic and urban aspects, and
archaeological and geographical features.

A.D.) the author of the classification of Investigation of Al-Nusra by
summarizing the features of Dar al-Hijrah. Some historians dealt with a
section of Ibn al-Najjar’s classification and referred to it in many places,
including Al-Sakhawi (T.: 1496/902 A.D., the author of the classification
of Al-Tuhfah Al-Latifah in the History of the Noble City, as well as Al-

modern, and their works contained issues related to it, but few of them
