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Abstract

The Safared Emirate is the first Emirate of the Orient Islamic states
that declare its independents from the Abbasid caliphate, and its
relationship with the Abbasid Caliphate was characterized by tension
and conflict in its entire rising period. Even so, both sides tried to drag
the other one to peace, because of the pressure they both suffered from
the other powers in the region which was a threat source for their
existence, like the Zanj Rebellion which formed a threat to the Abbasid
caliphate in Baghdad and the Zaidi Emirate in Tabaristan which was in a
war against the Safaris, and so on this relationship continued until the
danger of the Zanj gone and the Abbasid caliphate was free to destroy
the Safared Emirate and it happened by hitting it with the power of the
Emerging Samanians in the Mesopotamia, and what proceed attracted
the attention of lots of the specialized studies in the History of the
Abbasid in general and the Orient Islamic in particular, then many
studies appeared which showed the history of these Emirate in a military
appearance stand for expansion and conflict with the surrounded powers
in its whole existence period, without a reference to the Civilizational
aspects of these countries like culture, administration and economy, so
there is a big gape obstruct us from reaching an acceptable truth because

of the lack of studies that look in this aspects.

And from this point, this study comes to highlight the economic

sides of the Safared Emirate, and what this geographical area in the
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Orient Islamic has provided it of mineral, agricultural and animal wealth
and water resources as well as an important business location connect
the east with the west, and how far the military conflicts reflected on the

economy stability in the territory of the Safared Emirate.

So the nature of the research required to divided it into four
chapters and an introduction and a Conclusion as well as the
supplements: so it included chapter one titled (The Safared Emirate)
comes with three parts, first one is: rising of the emirate and its
appearance in Sijistan, second: Military expansions and local conflicts,

third: its relationship with the Abbasid caliphate.

And the chapter two deals with (The Agricultural activity In the
Safared Emirate) and it consist of five parts, first one: the Geographical
location and major cities, second: Property of princes and land types,
third: Climate and Water Resources of the Emirate, fourth: Agricultural
crops, fifth: Livestock.
