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Abstract

The current study aims for highlighting the role of women and their
scientific effort in Iraq and Syria through the sixth and seventh Hijri centuries,
which is an expression of the cognitive activity of women and their contribution
in the cultural and scientific progress and promotion. Women played a vital role
in the scientific and religious life at that time.

The study contains four chapters; the first chapter presents the role of the
family and its effect on the scientific construction of women. It also presents the
role of fathers, grandfathers, husbands and other members of the family
separately, besides their positions towards women teaching.

The second chapter tackles women’s role in the cultural and scientific life.
This chapter consists of three sections, the first section talks about the religious
sciences that women learned. These sciences contain The Holy Quran, Hadeeth
and doctrine. The second section presents women’s literary work such as
writing and poetry. The third section presents women’s religious activity such
as preaching, guidance and Hajj (pilgrimage).

The third chapter tackles the effect of women on the scientific life through
their efforts on their students and families besides their scientific subject. This
chapter also tackles the places where women studied such as homes and
preaching sessions.

The fourth chapter presents the effect of women in the ruling families on the
scientific life in Iraq and Syria. This chapter contains two items; the first one
endowing and establishing schools in Iraq and Syria. The second one is about
endowing and establishing House of Worship. Generally speaking, women had
a high scientific status during the sixth and seventh Hijri centuries in Iraq and
Syria. They had a big role in the Transfer Sciences (The science of copying
ancient Islamic scripts), but we haven’t seen any activity for women in the
Intellectual Sciences as well as their poor participation in Authoring and all of
the above doesn’t intend to belittle the scientific status of women during the
middle centuries.
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
