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14/2/2021, with two lessons per week with a number of additional lessons
taken for the two groups.

After data collection and statistical analysis using the t-test for two
independent samples and based on the statistical package program (SPSS
26.v), the results showed the superiority of the experimental group over
the control group in the achievement test, and the experimental group
outperformed the control group in the geographical survey scale.

In light of the research results, the researcher made a number of
recommendations, including that the preparation and training unit in the
Directorate of Education in Nineveh Governorate train geography
teachers and teachers on how to use the 4H strategy.

To complement the current research, the researcher put forward proposals
for future research, including:

The effect of the 4H strategy on acquiring geographical concepts for
fifth-grade literary students and developing their visual thinking.
