as many countries seek to adopt competitiveness as a framework for
improving their growth and development to the maximum, relying on
the most important factor in the country's progress is its ability to
achieve and maintain high levels of productivity. Governments are
working to influence the productive performance of countries through
policies that largely constitute the business environment in which
businesses operate.

The role played by competitiveness in economic growth has increased,
as has its relevance to all areas of economic performance, whether it
relates to production or marketing, innovation and education. The
increasing global integration of the economies of countries in the light
of globalization and the increase in international trade and investment
have led to advanced stages in order for countries to search for the best
rank and ranking among the countries of the world in economic
performance and in the acquisition of a larger share of the global market,
which characterized this stage of globalization by competition between
countries, It is therefore necessary to study competitiveness and to
diagnose the concepts associated with them and how to measure them
and know their determinants and their role in economic growth.

This study started from the hypothesis that competitiveness has different
determinants between countries. Each country has competitive
advantages that may differ from other countries. It also assumed that
competitiveness plays an important positive role in economic growth
and therefore sought to explain the most important factors and variables
that represent determinants of competitiveness. The role of
competitiveness in the economic growth of the state.

The concepts of competitiveness and the reason for their different
definitions have been clarified between economists, international
organizations and researchers, as well as the factors that have been used
for each definition. The scope of international competitiveness has also
been clarified in the various economic schools. Economic factors, as
well as an analysis of their role in growth. The most important factors
affecting competitiveness were presented, such as production, economic



policies, state institutions, knowledge and technology that act as their
determinants. Yeh growth, but it has been reviewed some studies that
have examined the competitiveness on the one hand and the
determinants of studies that showed a competitive relationship in
economic growth on the other.

The thesis shows how competitiveness is measured by the international
indicators used to measure them. The international organizations that
produce these indicators, such as the World Economic Forum and the
International Institute for Administrative Development, and how these
indicators are calculated, as well as the variables that are included in
these indicators and their importance. The interest in competitiveness
has become a concern in many countries. Which led to the establishment
of competitive centers.

The study presented the experiences of some Arab countries, including
Iraq in competitiveness and its impact on their economies, by presenting
the development plans adopted and pointing to some economic variables
that show the economic performance of the state in the light of its
attempt to raise its competitive level globally.

The study hypothesized that there is a relationship between
competitiveness and economic growth, and in order to analyze the
factors and determinants of the most influential in competitiveness, and
how competitiveness affects its role in economic growth. The study
examined the most important pillars of competitiveness for a number of
Arab, Asian and Latin American countries for 2006-2014 Duncan, and
then analyze the impact of competitiveness with the most important
variables that represent the determinants of economic growth, and
concluded that each country has its own determinants of the impact on
competitiveness based mostly on health and primary education, while
the competitiveness has a positive and clear and important in the growth
And the economic using the method of multiple linear regression and
different formulas, and was chosen the format that represent the best
representation, and the study came out with a number of conclusions was
the most important is the existence of multiple supports determine the
competitiveness of each country and these pillars differ in their impact
on competitiveness, Positive on economic growth, ie, increasing
competitiveness leads to increased economic growth.
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
