The thesis consists of an introduction and two chapters.

The introduction included two axes: the first focused on defining the
concepts of the study terms: dialectics, life and death, and the second axis
included a summary of the creative biography of the storyteller Nazim
Allawi.

The first chapter included a study of (the dialectic of life) with
three sections. The first section included a study of (love of life) love,
memories of the past, and the journey of life, while the second section
included a study of (belonging) in terms of belonging to the homeland
(Mosul), adherence to freedom, and belonging to the place. The third
section focused on studying (survival) in terms of steadfastness and
steadfastness in life.

The second chapter studied (the dialectics of death) in three sections.
The first section included a study of (annihilation) in terms of war,
nothingness, and destruction. The second section included a study of
(disappointment) in terms of brokenness, despair, and depression. The
third section included a study of (martyrdom) from Where killing, moral
killing, and dying.

This study is based on the parallelism of death and life and their
relationship in the daily life of the storyteller, so it is linked to the nature
of the life that he lived since his childhood, as he took a certain position
from it, whether positive or negative. This study concluded the
foundations behind the storyteller's tragedy, and the depth of the
connotations and symbols he dealt with about life and death in his

collection of stories.
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
