The wisdom of God Almighty necessitated that man create a social
being by nature, inclined to live with members of his species, and differ
with them in orientation, thought and belief. One of the requirements of
this human nature is coalition and disagreement; Therefore, God, Blessed
and Exalted be He, has sent down provisions governing this coexistence
according to a standard that is neither unfair in its imposition nor unjustly
taken. The Islamic principles called for human brotherhood, earthly
citizenship, and fair sharing of resources. Researchers have dealt with
peaceful coexistence from different angles, so they wrote about it in
doctrine and in jurisprudence, in the field of da’wah and others.

The Islamic Sharia came to preserve the interests of Muslims and non-
Muslims, and the first thing it did in achieving this was its approval of the
five necessary purposes as a common social rule among all mankind.

The purposes of Sharia and sociology in general, and between the
necessary purposes and peaceful coexistence in particular, the provisions
of Sharia and its purposes are not limited to worship or transactions only,
but are comprehensive to all aspects of religious, social, political and
other life. Because these necessary values are the centerpiece of the
basic human goals in the life of a Muslim and others, by preserving the
purpose of religion, soul, mind, offspring and money, Sharia reaches its
highest goals, which is to preserve the humanity of man, and achieve

peaceful coexistence in every time and place.
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
