And Rethinking The Formulation Of Foreign Policy According To The
Vision It Has New Methods To Solve Various Current And Future
Problems With Neighboring Countries. In Addition, This Study Was
Distinguished From Previous Studies In That It Dealt With Iraq’s Foreign
Policy Towards All Neighboring Arab And Non-Arab Countries, The
Most Important Outstanding Issues And How To Deal With Them, And
The Future Of Iraq’s Foreign Policy Towards These Countries.

The Study Dealt With The Conceptual Framework Of Foreign Policy And
The National Interest, In Addition To The Higher Goals Of Iraqi Foreign
Policy And Its Paths According To The Perspective Of The National
Interest, The Structures For Making Them And The Means Of Achieving
Them, In Addition To The Most Important Outstanding Issues With
Neighboring Countries And Ways To Solve Them. The Pivotal Issues
Were The Problem Of Water, Oil Fields, Borders, Foreign Interventions,
Terrorism, And Other Issues. Problems With Neighboring Countries
(Saudi Arabia, Kuwait, Syria, Jordan, Turkey, Iran). The Study Also
Addressed Aspects Of Cooperation And Iraq’s Open Foreign Policy On
The Political Side And Dealing On The Basis Of Good Neighborliness
Diplomatic Representation And The Economic Aspect. The Study Also
Touched On The Future Of Iraqi Foreign Policy Towards Neighboring
Countries That Took More Than One Scene. Either Strengthening And
Developing Relations With These Countries In A Way That Is Consistent
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With The National Interest, Or The Opposite May Happen And Decline
Due To Neighboring Countries Adopting Negative Policies That Affect
The Iraqi National Interest.

The Study Showed That Iraqi Foreign Policy Was Characterized After
2003 By Relying On Principles Different From What It Was Before This
Date, So It Tried To Rely On A Policy Of Openness And Peaceful Action.
Despite This, There Is No General Agreement On Describing The Goals
And National Interest Of The State Among Most Of The Relevant Parties
That Work On Making Foreign Policy, And That Iraq Has Controversial
Political, Economic, And Security Issues With Neighboring Countries, It
Was Able To Resolve Some Of Them Through Agreements With
Neighboring Countries, Others Are Still Without Solutions, And There
Are Issues That Are Trying To Be Addressed. There Is Weakness In The
Performance Of Foreign Policy Towards Some Neighboring Countries,
Especially Iran, Turkey And Kuwait, On Many Issues, The Most
Important Of Which Are Water, Oil Fields And Borders, And A Balanced
Policy Towards Syria And Jordan, And There Is An Improvement In
Foreign Policy Towards Saudi Arabia.

The Many Challenges Facing Iraq Require Conscious Thinking About
Restructuring Foreign Policy And Building It On The Foundations Of
Professionalism, And Full Awareness Of The Seriousness Of The
Challenges Facing Us In Order To Enable Iraq To Confront Them And
What May Arise In The Future. Completing The Conditions And
Mechanisms For Political Construction In Iraq And The Construction It
Requires Institutional, That Is, The Formal And Informal Political
Institutions That Allow For The Construction Of A Democratic Political
System A Unified National And Foreign Policy That Is Influential In The

Regional And International Environment, With A Consistent Approach
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And A Clear Vision, And That It Should Be Balanced And For A Period
Of Time Linked To Achieving Its Goals, Not The Duration Of The
Existence Of Governments, And Its Program Should Have A Long-Term
Vision And Aspirations, Anticipating The Future, Strategic Planning, And
Clear Policies That Successive Governments Will Follow To Achieve The
