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Abstract

Imam Ibn Hajar Al-Haytami He died in 974 AH is considered one of the leading
scholars of the Islamic nation who lived through two historical epochs: the Mamluks and
the Ottoman era, and this had a great impact on his scientific life, which generated for us
a large number of his works that served Islam and Muslims. He was famous for his
knowledge, acumen and intelligence, as he excelled and excelled in various Sharia
sciences, but he was known among his fellow scholars as a jurist and modernist, and
through browsing through his works I found for him a set of explanatory sayings of some
verses of the suras of the Noble Qur’an, and from here this study started where I collected
these sayings From his various scholarly works that he bequeathed to us, and then
studying it and comparing it with the sayings of his predecessors from the distinguished
scholars, and then after this extensive study and close comparison I showed the saying
that Imam Ibn Hajar (may God have mercy on him) went to, and the nature of this study
required that it be divided into an introductory chapter where In it I dealt with a
translation of the life and age of Imam Ibn Hajar (may God have mercy on him), and his
scientific journey with some of his belief views, his sheikhs, and his students, and his
scientific output that he inherited to us during this trip, with an explanation of his
approach to interpretation, as well as his approach to transmission from those who
preceded him Of scholars, and three chapters dealt with his interpretative sayings and
their study in Sur (al-Tawbah, Yunus and Hud), and the conclusion that included the most
important things that I reached through this study, including: that Imam Ibn Hajar (may
God have mercy on him) was an interpreter besides being a jurist. And updated despite
the fact that he did not have a book of interpretation of his own, and he gave the science
of exegesis its importance, and this was noted through his interpretative statements of the
Qur’anic verses that I collected from his various works, and his method of interpretation
was varied and was not limited to one method. Sometimes it is explained by narration,
and at other times it is interpreted with know-how, and in its interpretation it is based on
many sciences such as the science of jurisprudence, the science of theology, and some
sciences of the Noble Qur’an such as the science of readings, the reasons for revelation,
the abrogating and abrogated, the general and the specific, the sciences of the Arabic
language and other sciences that had a clear effect on its interpretation In addition to the
fact that he was very careful with the transmission and inferring from those who preceded
him in the various matters he addressed in his interpretive sayings, such as the
Companions (may God be pleased with them), the Taabi'een, the followers of the
Taabi'een, and senior scholars such as al-Shafi’i, al-Razi, al-Royani, al-Sadi al-Kabir, al-
Bukhari and other scholars (may God have mercy on them all).
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
