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The role of Ministers in the second Abbasid period
(232 - 334 A.H/846 — 945 A.C)
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The position of minister is one of the most important political
positions in state, ministers of the second Abbasid era played an
important role in political, administrative, and social aspects, the
validates of minister and limits of his authority differed depending on
the personality of Caliph and his direction and personality of candidate
for ministry and surrounding circumstances, the ministry has certain
specialties and rules, including supervision of financial affairs, minister
was responsible for state accounts of income and abscess and expenses,
in addition to its political role.

The study dealt with the ministers as an important political
category in state political peace and described their personalities, ages,
and relations with people negatively and positively. as well as their
relationship with each other, and Caliphs in particular, which is a
reciprocal relationship between them because the minister in the Arab
Islamic state comes second after Caliph. The study also dealt with the
ministry's confrontation in the second Abbasid era of a new element and
influential, The Turkish element, which increased its involvement in the
administration of the state and financial affairs and candidates selected
for the ministry, Turks domination led to minister position weakness.
since the era of Caliph Al-Mutawakil Ealaa Allah until the era of Caliph Al-
Muetamad Ealaa Allah, which is the beginning of the period of recovery
of the Caliphate and the ministry, the general affairs of state stabilized
because of the strength of Caliph and this recovery continued to the era
of Caliphate Al-Mugtadir Biallah, whose era enabled the Turks to regain
control over Al-khalafa and intervened in appointing ministers and.
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
