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Abstract

The thesis consisted of an introduction and two chapters. The
introduction included a study of (identity between concept and term) in
five axes: identity in language and terminology / identity in Western
thought / identity in Arab thought / identity from a psychological and
sociological perspective / narrative identity. The first chapter was devoted
to studying (identity references) with an introduction and three sections.

The first section included a study of (religious reference): Jewish
identity/Christian identity/Islamic identity. The second section was
devoted to studying (cultural and civilizational reference):
language/customs and traditions/the pursuit of knowledge, while the third
section came to study (social reference): positive social identity/negative
social identity/professional social identity, and the second chapter was
devoted to studying (identity space) with an introduction and three
sections, the first section included a study of (temporal identity): The
identity of natural/external time, the identity of psychological/internal
time, the identity of fragmented time. The second section was devoted to
studying (spatial identity): Mecca and the Al- Madina/ Baghdad/ Mosul,
while the third section was devoted to studying (visionary identity): the
rear vision/participating vision/external vision.

The thesis adopted an analytical study of identity in the novels of
Imad al-Din Khalil: Memoirs of a Soldier in the Army of the Prophet,
The Sword and Word, and The Hurricane and the Minaret, according to
two types: the objective study, which appeared in analyzing the
references of identity at the levels of religion, civilization, culture, and
society, and the artistic study, which appeared in analyzing the space of
identity at the levels of time, place, and vision to arrive at a
comprehensive vision in studying identity and its objective and artistic
representations together.
