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Abstract

Reliance on tourism has become objectives peculiar to the world
economy, and international reports point towards achieving sustainable
economically, socially and environmentally, however, need strategies
supporting partnerships between the public and private sectors represent
one.

In the framework, of this study idea is derived from two directions,
the first to clarify the contents of public-private partnerships, models and
contents of sustainable tourism and objectives and the second operational
dimension, which focuses diagnosis models of public-private partnerships
and to determine the best model.

And realized it was reliance on the views of some stakeholders and
they (General Directorate for tourism) in Dohuk Governorate, to answer
the search results on the basic idea of it, which the researcher found an
interesting research problem expressed by a set of study impacts that
approach the problems of the study according to the following:

1. Is there a partnership between public and private sector in tourism
projects?

2. Is there a specific partnership model used in the tourism sector?

3. The tourism administrative leadership in Dohuk Governorate is aware
of the objectives of sustainable tourism within the world tourism
Organization ?

4. Is the process of trade- off between models to achieve sustain able
tourism objectives?

5. Can the objectives of sustainable tourism be met by one model of
public and private partnership?

6. Achieving each goal requires a specific model of public and private
partnership?

The researcher adopted a interview form as a main tool in order to
diagnose the existence of a partnership in the tourism sector, as well as
the adoption of analytic hierarchy process (AHP) to diagnose the best
model according to the objectives of sustainable tourism.

The sample of study consisted of administrative leadership in the
Organization discussed in Dohuk Governorate.

The study was based on the following hypotheses:

1. There is a partnership between the public and private sectors in
tourism projects.

2. There is a specific model applied by Organization in tourism projects.

3. Vary the level of achievement of the objectives of sustainable tourism
in the Organization discussed.

4. The selection of the Organization discussed a particular model of
public-private partnership models is linked to asset of sustainable
tourism objectives.



5. Each of the objectives of sustainable tourism has a model of public-
private partnership to achieve it.

A number of statistical tools were used to analyze the responses of
respondents (the interview form), consisting of repetitions, percentages,
averages, and standard deviations (questionnaire form) was consisting of
determine sustainable tourism objectives by the Organization discussed
and the matrimonial comparisons to the main objectives and with each
other. And determine relative importance to models.

The study concluded a set of conclusions was:

1. The study indicated the existence of a partnership between the public
and private sectors in the organization discussed , which indicates the
existence of the interest of the General Directorate of tourism in
partnership between the public and private sectors.

2. The study showed that the model used is the concessionaire and deal
with this model on a legal basis and does not have a strategic
dimension.

3. single model wasn't to action public private partnership in tourism, but
can determine the best model through a set of economic, social and
environmental objectives.

4. The approach can of analytic hierarchy process decision makers choose
the strategic models of partnership between the public and private
sectors and determine the best model after completing the matrimonial
comparison to primary objectives and determine relative importance.

The study concluded with a number of proposals which:

1. Seek to intensify efforts in achieving the objectives of sustainable
tourism strategy implementation represent partnerships Executive
dimensions.

2. Focus on the importance of the qualification of human resources
required to make this type of partnerships.

3. Rely Cooperative strategy between investment and tourism to reinforce
partnerships according to other models and not rely on the concession
only.

4. Find ways to coordinate between the objectives (economic, social and
environmental) and stressed the importance of partnerships between
the public and private sectors in this format.
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
