Seizing the property of others is considered a wide-ranging legal system
under which every person who seizes the property of others is subject to its
rule for any reason, and it may entail a guarantee. Although the legislator
regulates the forms of seizing the property of others as a source of obligation,
the statutory laws do not define it. It did not organize it independently, as its
provisions were distributed within legal applications that had nothing to do with
the emergence of the obligation. The principle of seizing someone else’s
property is achieved through a trust hand and a guarantee hand. If the seizing
is with the permission of the owner, then there is no guarantee unless the
seizer trespasses on the thing being placed. However, if the seizing is without
the owner’s permission, then there is a guarantee. The concept of the trust
hand differs from the concept of the guarantee hand, and the provisions for
each of them differ from the other, just as the obligations of the trust hand
differ from the guarantee hand in terms of preservation and return. Islamic
jurisprudence has explained the concept of the trust hand and the guarantee
hand and their provisions. The lraqgi legislator took this in contradiction to the
Egyptian legislator, so he clarified their provisions and distributed them within
Several different legal systems; It has been clarified that the security hand
guarantees the loss of the property in the event of a seizure, and that the
person who seized the property has obligations to preserve the property, return

it to its owner, and protect it fr.
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
