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Abstract

This study addresses the topic of “The Crisis of the Arab
Intellectual in the Narratives of Nahedh Al-Ramadan.” Its subject, in
general, examines the crisis of the Arab intellectual and the relationship
between the intellectual and the authorities, and the resulting internal
alienation and existential conflict. The intellectual finds himself torn
between his responsibility to enlighten and the pressures of exclusion and
marginalization in an environment that lacks freedom and restricts the
critical role. The crisis intensifies when external authority interferes with
self-censorship, leading the intellectual to practice internal repression to
preserve his survival, even at the expense of his intellectual honesty.
From this perspective, this study seeks to explore this crisis through
symbolic literary texts that express the psychological and social
transformations experienced by the intellectual, revealing how
authoritarian structures and cultural disturbances contribute to
entrenching his crisis and diminishing his role.

The study consisted of an introduction, two chapters, and six
topics. The introduction dealt with four axes: the first axis dealt with (the
crisis) and its concept in language and terminology, while the second axis
dealt with the concept of (culture) in language and terminology and the
status of culture after the crisis, and in the third axis (the concept of the
intellectual), while the fourth axis dealt with (the intellectual and
authority) (and the Arab intellectual and social transformations). Then
comes the first chapter entitled (The Cultural Crisis) to be divided into
three sections: The first section came under the title (The Fracture); that
1s, the fracture of the Arab intellectual, while the second section was
entitled (The Absurd). After that comes the last section of the first
chapter, which is (Alienation and Alienation), Then the second chapter

was discussed, in which we discussed (the social and political crisis),
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which was divided into three sections as well. The first section was about
(remembering the past), while the second section dealt with (fear and
power). The second chapter concluded with the third section entitled
(confrontation).

The study adopted a textual analysis approach, focusing on Nahedh
Al-Ramadan's novels, which profoundly reflect the features of the crisis
of the Arab intellectual. It highlights how literary narratives embody his
struggle with authority, his social alienation, and his retreat from his

enlightening role amid complex cultural and political transformations.
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
