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Abstract

This study addresses the topic of "Food Security in the Islamic
Economic System' as one of the most vital issues directly linked to
achieving economic and social stability for individuals and communities.
The research problem centers on the extent to which the Islamic
economic system, through its institutions and mechanisms, can
contribute to achieving food security amid the growing challenges
facing the Islamic world. The study aims to present a comprehensive
understanding of food security, its origin and significance, and to clarify
the natural and human components necessary for its realization. It also
highlights the key obstacles hindering food security and sheds light on
the role of Islamic economic institutions—particularly Islamic
endowments (awqaf) and Islamic banks—in supporting food security

through effective financing and developmental tools.

A descriptive and analytical methodology was adopted, focusing
on conceptual analysis and the relationship between the Islamic
economic system and the requirements of food security. The study was
structured into five main chapters: Chapter One presents the theoretical
framework, offering conceptual insights into 'food security’ and the

"Islamic economic system," along with their origins and importance.

Chapter Two discusses the components of food security, divided

into natural resources (Iand, water resources, climate, and Iivestock)



and human resources (labor force, technology, and research and

development).

Chapter Three addresses the major obstacles to achieving food
security, including challenges in agricultural production, irrigation

systems, and agricultural investment.

Chapter Four explores the roles of Islamic economic institutions,
highlighting the economic and social functions of Islamic endowments
and Islamic banks in achieving development and enhancing food

security.

Chapter Five presents mechanisms through which food security
can be achieved in the Islamic economic system, such as mudaraba,
musharaka, murabaha, ijara, salam contracts, as well as traditional

agricultural partnerships like muzara’a, musaqgat, and mugharasa.

The study concludes that the Islamic economic system offers a
balanced model that integrates ethical values with economic justice and
possesses tools and institutions capable of significantly contributing to
food security—provided these tools are effectively activated within
comprehensive and sustainable policies grounded in Islamic law and its

higher objectives.
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
