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Abstract

The study of the idea of soft power is one of the contemporary studies in
political science, especially in the branch of contemporary political thought.
Therefore, the importance of the message stems from its treatment of the soft
power thesis in this branch through a set of data, including providing
contemporary scientific insights to understand the idea, which is one of the
important ideas and strategies for countries in their dealings. The internal and
external at the present time, and the message was concerned in its content to
clarify the concept of the idea and the intellectual difference around it and the
concepts that intertwine with it while showing the intellectual roots of soft
power, The Western intellectual origins of the idea were presented and the
means for its application, specifically in contemporary American political
thought, as the idea was formulated and launched from among the folds of its
intellectual schools. The message touched on another axis of soft power in
eastern political thought and the contemporary Chinese political intellectual
model was chosen, as it includes clear features of the idea. Based on the
traditional Chinese heritage and culture, and despite the contemporary
Western formulation of the idea, it was adopted by thought and practice by
Chinese thinkers and politicians and harnessed the soft means to achieve a
prominent position of their country throughout the world powers .

Based on these data, the message was able to make an objective and
scientific comparison between contemporary American and Chinese political
and strategic thought in the context of their adoption of the idea by its soft
means, and it showed that the soft powers are a contemporary concept of the
class of moral and intellectual intangible strength which is based on a
traditional idea represented by the civilized force and the power to control
Minds, persuasion, etc., and the intellectual origins of the thesis in

contemporary American political thought were manifested in the cognitive



and philosophical origins and theories of power and then the thinker Joseph
Nye formulated the concept and it became clear that the American means to
employ the idea became the most important tools in the process of preserving
and continuing the global hegemony with the power not neglecting the solid
at all , As for the axis of oriental thought in its Chinese model, the traditional
cultural, civilizational and intellectual legacies, combined with modernity and
thought adopted by its political system, are among the most important
intellectual origins of soft power, while not ignoring the emergence of the
features of the idea in the thinking of its former president Ding Xiaopeng, and
then the emergence of the Chinese rise and adopting a discourse Soft power,
intellectually and practically .

It turned out that the Chinese practical means of the idea distinguished from
others through its attempts to clarify the peaceful intentions of its policies by
creating a pluralistic world order without unilateral hegemony, and by
comparing the two ideas within the limits of their adoption of the idea by its
soft means, it turns out that there are fundamental differences between them
represented in the comprehensiveness of American thinking and focus on
work to employ the means of power Softly integrated with the same strength ,
While Chinese thinking and application of the idea relied mainly on economic
means while not neglecting other means, then this led to a difference of views
between the two ideas about the contents and ideas that are at the core of soft
power such as culture, civilization, foreign policy and popular diplomacy,
democracy, human rights, justice Legitimacy, world peace and peaceful

conflict resolution, media, and intellectual property rights .
