Al-Hakam bin Amro Al-Ghffari personality is considered one of
the compound personalities full of ambiguity and argument so to speak, It
was characterized by few things rarely you find in the figures of history,
he was a first companion and scholar jurisprudent updated second and
political governor of the Umayyad third and military commander for
them also a fourth and then opposed to them in the end of his fifth days.

And this led the researcher to shed the light on this personality and
tackling all its sides.

Al-Hakam bin Amro AI-Ghffari had represented the maven
companions who lived and died through three eras: the message era
(Islam), Caliphate era and the Umayyad caliphate, and this didn't happen
but with a number of companions neither big nor much, what this age
lived by the ruling and the seventies, according to the estimate, but a
witness to the many great and great events that occurred in Islamic
history, and as a companion learned religion science from the Prophet
peace be upon him directly and the Caliphs, which made him influential
in the middle of his community at the time had a great and great impact in
the refinement of his personality and sketched his directions in research,
scrutiny and scrutiny of the impact of this character on the Islamic history
in general and the history of the Umayyad in particular.

The current study came according to various contexts tackled all
