ABSTRACT

Investigating in the subject of the role of the victim in the
penal action usually a quires a remarkable importance because it
is considered one of the old and at the same time modern topics
in the field of criminal science .Moreover, this topic has a close
relation to the parties of the penal action , that is , the victim on
whose legally protected interests a crime i1s committed.

In addition , this topic attracts a lot of intention on the
legislative ,international and regional levels, after the attention
was focused on the accused and ensuring his rights in the penal
action to secure a faire trial.

The victim is the natural person or the juridical character
on whose legally protected interests a crime is committed
whether the crime inflicted him with a certain harm or it just
exposed him to a certain danger .Therefore, according to the
above mentioned concept he differs from other parties or persons
who bear the same meaning or they may be similar to him in the
procedural role which the victim can practice it within the field of
the penal action ,especially the victimized person ,the one who
claims the civil rights and the informer of the crime .

Under the old legal criminal systems , the victim was deemed to
be the owner of the right in the action . He may proceed it starting
from its first procedure until the judgment is issued .

In addition to that , the victim may terminate it voluntarily
or by agreement with the accused . However, as a result of the
state's control of the idea of the generality of the penal action
throughout the criminal laws ,it has put an end to this role though
not so sufficient to cancel it . Some of these criminal laws have
associated state with the victim originally in this role , whereas
some other laws have made the state as a rule and the victim as an
exception .




Abstract

This situation has predominated until the end of the first
half of the twentieth century. Many scholars demanded the
necessity of granting the victim an effective role in the penal
action . These insisting demands affected the legislator's trend in
many laws , therefore there was an urgent need to make
amendments or even to legislate new laws which aim at ensuring
a crucial role for the victim throughout all stages of the action .

The modern procedural laws of different criminal systems
have recognized the role of the victim in proceeding the penal
action and securing his right claiming it in crimes committed
against the right of the community and in collaboration with other
parties. Also , the criminal laws have granted him the right to
suspend the proceedings of the action if he makes a complaint in
certain crimes, which touches upon his special interests rather
than the public interests as well as securing his rights that ensure
the performance of a vital role in following the action procedures
and supervising the acts of the authorized powers in dealing with
the action until the judgment is issued with some differences in
details among those laws .

Most of the laws have also guaranteed his role in
terminating the penal action by his own will through recognizing
his right in giving up the complaint. Whereas some other laws
have recognized his agreeing with the accused via reconciliation
in the field of the crime on which the proceedings of the penal
action 1s suspended because of his complaint .
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
