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Abstract

This study explores the phenomenon of the linguistic triangle in
Quranic recitations. It involves changing the vowel of one of the three
original root letters of a word, excluding grammatical endings. This
change produces three different sound forms of the same root, keeping
its stability but allowing differences in meaning.

Quranic recitations are an important science that preserves the
Quran’s text and explains its phonetic and verbal variations as passed
down from the Prophet Muhammad (peace be upon him). The linguistic
triangle shows the interaction between morphology, sound, and meaning
in Arabic, demonstrating the language’s ability to express different
meanings through varied sounds.

The research was done under the supervision of Dr. Muhammad
Ismail Al-Mashhadani to address the lack of comprehensive studies on
this topic, especially those combining nouns and verbs and tracking
phonetic changes in Quranic readings. It focuses on the morphological,
phonetic, and semantic aspects of the phenomenon.

The study starts with an introduction covering the linguistic triangle
and Quranic readings, then is divided into four chapters: the first on
triliteral nouns, the second on quadriliteral nouns, the third on
quinqueliteral and sextiliteral nouns, and the fourth on verbs in past and
present tenses with detailed morphological patterns.

By reviewing classical and modern sources, the study shows how
vowel changes affect meaning and enrich Quranic interpretation. Thus,
the linguistic triangle is a key to understanding the variety of meanings
in the Quran and a proof of the richness of the Arabic language and its
precision.

This study provides deeper insight into the linguistic triangle
phenomenon in Quranic readings and opens new directions for studying

the phonetic and semantic dimensions of the Quranic text.
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
