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Abstract

Under the pressure of the challenges the states face, whether those caused by
terrorism or other danger-posers, sometimes states are compelled to take several
procedures to protect themselves and other times to achieve certain goals, the
establishment of the military alliance is considered to be one of the most prominent
and important of these procedures. In other words, military and international
alliances were not established aimlessly, they were an absolute result of the dangers
that these states face and as a response of several necessities and requirements to
achieve a lot of goals and mutual interests.

International alliances (as considered to be the first brick in the construction of
international organization according to what has been cited by history and
international commission of jurists) have currently become part of the international
legal system which constitutes the international contemporary community
alongside with other states and international organizations.

Despite the fact that the international alliance is based on article 51 of the
Charter of UN,which is about legal self-defence,it seemed that the function of most
alliances which have recently been established changed from self-defence to do
more offensive action under the cover of protective precaution,or by virtue of other
pretexts such as Human Intervention,protecting Human Rights,Counter-terrorism
and eradication of prohibited internationally weapons, etc.

The presence of several gaps in the social security under the control of the
Charter of United Nations has led to increase the reasons to resort to the
international alliances. One of the reasons that these states do not trust to rely on
this system to defend their security, safety, and safeguarding their interests
specially in some emergency cases which require issuing some urgent and
compelling regulations and decisions by the Security Council, that’s because of its
sluggish procedures and the presence of veto which blocks issuing such regulations
and decisions.

The duty of these international alliances is to adhere to the principles of

international law, which requires non-interference and the prohibition of the use of
force in international relations, accordingly, they are submission to the legal rules
which organize the provisions of the state responsibility (both civil and criminal)
whether in its 1llegal interference in states or its illegal actions which are against the
international law.
As for the parties that have the right to claim this responsibility, there is no doubt
that it falls on the shoulders of the United Nations and the International Criminal
Court,and other international governmental and non-governmental organizations,
also part of this mission lies on the states, especially in the case of violating the
international law of humanity.
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
