The honorable hadiths of the Prophet are fertile material for linguistic
studies. It is distinguished by its lofty eloquence, and the magic of
eloquence issued by the most eloquent Arab, Muhammad (may God
bless him and grant him peace). It contains all language arts; From
grammar, morphology, statement, Badi' and other arts that a student of
Arabic needs, in order to establish the deviation of his tongue. Hardly a
hadith of his (may God bless him and grant him peace) i1s devoid of a
linguistic issue, a rhetorical feature, or a semantic issue. In addition, the
importance of research and study in the Prophet’s hadith comes from
being the second source in legislation; Our choice of this topic was
suggested to me by my supervisor professor.

The Sunnah of the Prophet has taken great care in the matter of seeking
refuge, and devoted chapters to it, and there is nothing surprising about
it...it is one of the most beautiful acts of worship, and obedience is one of
the greatest of acts of obedience. In its linguistic origin, it means
recourse, and the nature of man is not straightened except by resorting to
God Almighty and seeking help from Him. It was reported from him
(may God’s prayers and peace be upon him) that he sought refuge from
many things, some of which are related to this world, and some are
related to the Hereafter, and some of them are sensory, and some of them
are spiritual.

The first steps of the research, after relying on God Almighty, were an
inventory of the sought-after words in the Prophetic hadiths. To include
each group of words under a general term that brings them together, and
we relied in our study on the analytical method that is based on studying
the words in an in-depth manner by clarifying their linguistic and
idiomatic meaning and then analyzing them by relying on books of hadith

explanations and language books, as well as relying on the context that

plays a major role In determining the semantics of the words, he reveals
to us the magic of prophetic rhetoric in aligning words and formulating
phrases.

The research plan necessitated dividing the material into three chapters
preceded by an introduction and followed by a conclusion in which we
summarized the most important results that we reached. The semantic,
and the concept of seeking refuge in language and idiomatically, and its
forms, its pillars, and its positions.

As for dividing the chapters, the plan was to divide each chapter into two
sections, and each topic into two demands.

As for the first chapter, it included seeking refuge from evil, and the first
section of it was devoted to talking about the evils of morals and desires,
and the second section talking about the evils of conditions and their
fluctuations.

The second chapter included seeking refuge from calamities, and the first
section of it was devoted to talking about sensory calamities, and the
second topic to talk about moral calamities.

As for the third chapter, it included seeking refuge from temptation and
bad endings, and the first section of it was devoted to talking about
temptation, and the second topic was talking about bad endings.

We have analyzed semanticly five words from each requirement, but if
the requirement contains less than five words, then the analysis included
all of them, and our criterion in choosing the words included in the
analysis came based on the linguistic or contextual connotations that the
