The research sample consisted of () ¢ +) male and female teachers, (AY)
male and female (1Y) female teachers, who were chosen by the simple
random method in the Erbil Education Directorate in the Kurdistan

Region of Iraq.



ABSTRACT

To achieve the objectives of the research, the researcher built a scale of
total quality standards for the performance of science teachers, which

were distributed into three areas:

-The first field is standards related to the teacher and its paragraphs (1 V)
paragraphs.

The second field is standards related to the scientific subject (planning,
implementation, evaluation) consisting of (YA) paragraphs, and standards
for the level of teaching performance were set in the questionnaire Triple
identified in three levels: (V) always, (¥) sometimes, (V) rarely, as the
degree (V) represents a high degree of teaching performance in the light
of quality assurance, and the degree (V) represents a low degree of

teaching performance in light of quality assurance.

The data was analyzed and processed statistically using the statistical

package (spss), and the research reached the following results:

V-There are statistically significant differences for the proposed quality
standards for the teaching performance of the science department teachers

in the primary stage.

Y-There are statistically significant differences in the level of
performance of science teachers in Iraqi Kurdistan schools in light of the

proposed standards for the quality of teaching performance.

¥-There are statistically significant differences in the performance level
of teachers of science graduates in the faculties of basic education

according to the variable years of service.

¢-There are statistically significant differences for the level of
performance of teachers who are graduates of science departments in the

faculties of basic education according to the gender variable.
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
