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compared to the hypothetical mean. This result indicated that the level
of attitude towards e-learning is at the mean level.

3- The presence of a non-significant difference in the level of
psychological well-being among university students according to the
grade variable (second, fourth).

4- There is a significant difference in the level of psychological well-
being among university students according to the gender variable
(males, females) and in favor of females.

5- There is a significant difference in the level of psychological well-
being among university students according to the variable of
specialization (scientific, human) and in favor of students of scientific
specialization.

6- The presence of a non-significant difference in the level of attitude of
Kirkuk University students towards e-learning according to the grade
variable (second, fourth).

7- There is a non-significant difference in the level of attitudes of Kirkuk
University students towards e-learning according to the gender
variable (males, females).

8- There is a significant difference in the level of attitudes of Kirkuk
University students towards e-learning according to the specialization
variable (scientific, human) in favor of students of scientific
specialization.

9- There is a positive, significant correlation between psychological
well-being and the attitude of Kirkuk University students towards e-
learning.

In light of the results, a set of conclusions were drawn, including:

1- The research sample is characterized by an average level of
psychological well-being.

2- The research sample is characterized by a low level of tendency
towards e-learning.

3- Relative convergence in the level of psychological well-being among
Kirkuk University students according to the grade variable, In
addition to the high level of psychological well-being according to
the gender variables and in favor of females, And academic
specialization for the benefit of students of scientific specialization.

4- Relative convergence in the level of attitudes towards e-learning
among Kirkuk University students according to grade and gender
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variables, And the high level of trend towards e-learning according to
the variable of academic specialization and in favor of students of
scientific specialization, In addition to the existence of a significant
positive correlation between psychological well-being and the trend
towards e-learning.

In light of the results, a set of recommendations and proposals were
identified.
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
