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summary

This thesis dealt with the fundamentalist opinions of Imam al-
Zarkashi in his book (Chains of Gold), a comparative fundamentalist
study, in which I followed the inductive approach by listing the
fundamentalist opinions and comparing them with the opinions of other
sects, explaining them by explaining the title of the issue, its form,
highlighting the area of dispute in it, and mentioning the opinions of the
fundamentalists about it in advance. Imam Al-Zarkashi preferred it - as it
is the subject of the study - and then followed that by mentioning the
evidence for each statement and discussing it, and then giving weight
according to what appears in the thesis. I may mention the reason for the

disagreement and its type if that appears in the thesis.

The research included an introduction, a preface, and several
chapters. As for the introduction, I mentioned the requirements for the
elements of the introduction, including the importance of the topic, the
reasons for choosing it, the goal of the study, previous studies on the
topic, the difficulties that faced the researcher, the plan of the thesis, the
researcher’s methodology in the thesis, and the introductory chapter came
to talk. On the author and the author, then the first chapter on the
