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Abstract

This study, tagged with "Maqasid ALshrya Eind ALeallama Mustafaa
Alzalmi" is based on explaining what the Zalami presented in the most
important issues for contemporary mujtahidin, which are the purposes of Islamic
Sharia, as it is reliable in the process of renewing the mechanisms of ijtihad,
Islamic thought, and building an Islamic philosophy that helps Muslims To keep
pace with the human civilizational context, without interruption from the divine
revelation that was fulfilled, and taking into account the spiritual and material
needs of man in every time and place.

The importance of studying contemporary efforts in this field is that it
transmits reassurance in the same contemporary Muslim about the work of the
mujtahids in dealing with reality with a balance between the principles of Sharia
and its faculties, and among the variables of the times, and emphasizes the
adequacy and validity of Islamic law for these treatments.

The study was based on explaining the most important points of criticism
that al-Zalami directed on the foundations of the theory of intent among the
applicants and the mechanism of his treatment of them in a way that serves the
contemporary diligent who addresses contemporary developments, and how to
activate al-Zalami for the purposes of Sharia in his jurisprudence.

The study plan came divided into a preamble, and four chapters, and dealt
with in the introduction a brief definition of the Zalm mark, as for the first
chapter, it came under the title: The Purposes of Shariah What is it and the paths
of disclosure at Al Zalami, and the second chapter titled: The Theory of Shariah
Purposes Between Tradition and Regeneration at Al Zalami, then Chapter The
third is entitled: The Purposes of Sharia, a Philosophy for Islamic Legislation at
Al-Zalami, and the fourth chapter is entitled: The Purposes of Al-Magasadi in
the Standings of Al-Zalami.

Then the research concluded with a conclusion in which I briefly mentioned
the most important results of the research, the most important of which was a
statement that the care of Al-Zalami with intentions was not limited to the
original and theoretical side, but dealt with it as a philosophy of Islamic
legislation and he brought it in the process of downloading the texts of the Holy
Qur’an on the changing reality, which Make him able to deal with the recent
developments, and that working with what Al-Zalami suggested on the
mechanism of forming the Mugqtasid Mujahideen, will lead to a positive
qualitative shift in religious education and contemporary Islamic discourse alike.
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
