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Abstract

Qassem Al-Mufti was one of the patriotic and nationalist men of Mosul and
worked in politics for two eras of the rule of Iraq, namely the royal era and
the republican era, where his political life was full of events, especially since
he was arrested six times during the two eras, and he belonged to several
parties, of which he was in the beginning of his life, such as the Arab
Nationalist Party In 1941, during the royal era, he was one of the most
important members of the National Independence Party in 1946, where most
of the Mulfti's activity during the republican era was in the ranks of this party.
As After political and partisan work, the Mufti went to parliamentary work
and became a deputy for Mosul in the Iraqi parliament from 1950 to 1952. for
the republican era, he worked in the Arab Socialist Party in 1960. In the
sixties, a new phase began in the life of the Mufti when he worked in foreign
policy, as he was Iraq’s ambassador to both Algeria and Kuwait from 1964 to
1968 when he was arrested at the end of 1968 and released in the middle of In
1969, after which he retired from political work until his death on August 17,
1988 .
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
