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Abstract

Tourism is currently an important and necessary activity for
many countries as it is a cornerstone of the economic pillars of these
countries, as all countries seek to improve and raise their economic level,
each country is known to have different economic sectors, but some
countries are characterized by the predominance sector Iraq has one of
the most important tourist attractions in both the Arab world and the
world because of its natural, religious, historical, archaeological and other
tourist components. Which are the best sites to attract tourists and activate

the tourism movement to them if they invest properly.

The problem of research is that despite the fact that Iraq
possesses many tourist attractions, it is either untapped or exploited, but
not in the required form, which led to a discrepancy in the number and
importance of the tourism components of all types and thus the difference

in the definition of the tourist regions.

The aim of the research is to study the natural, human and cultural
factors affecting the tourist regions in Iraq, as well as the analysis of
indicators of tourism supply and demand, and then classification of Iraq

into tourist regions according to those components.

Department of research into four chapters included the first
natural geographical pillars affecting the tourist regions in Iraq. The
second chapter deals with the study of the geographical and human
factors affecting the tourist regions in Iraq. The third chapter was
concerned with analyzing the indicators of tourism supply and demand in
Iraq. While the fourth chapter was devoted to the adjustment of tourism
activity in Iraq.

The study concluded that Iraq is divided into several tourist

regions, including the natural tourist regions, which are concentrated in
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the northern part of Iraq and the religious tourist regions, which are
distributed in different governorates in the country, as well as the
archaeological and historical tourist regions, which differ from one
governorate to another in the number of sites and their historical and
historical importance. In addition, Iraq has been classified into two main
tourist regions based on the various tourist indicators: Abundance of
tourism region, which includes the provinces of  Dohuk, Erbil,
Sulaymaniyah, Baghdad, Karbala, Najaf and Tourist scarcity region
which includes the governorates of Kirkuk, Babel, Wasit, Qadisiya and

Dhi Qar, as well as the governorates of Muthanna, Maysan and Basrah.
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
