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Abstract

This study which is entitled (The Economic and Social Life in Tabaristan
142-316 AH / 759-928 AD), comprised an introduction and scope of the study, an
analysis of its sources, a prelude, and four chapters. The introduction studies the
name, location and borders of Tabaristan, as well as clarifying the political
situation (142-316 AH / 759-928 CE) beginning with the reconciliation in the
Orthodox era, as it included the reconciliation contract between the Islamic Army
and the ruler of Tabaristan, as well as the campaign of Saeed bin Al-Aas during the
reign of Caliph Othman bin Affan (may Allah please him), And the study of the
military campaigns in the Umayyad era, represented by the campaign of Masqala
bin Hubairah, the campaign of Muhammad bin Al-Ash'ath al-Kindi, and the
campaign of Yazid bin Al-Muhallab bin Abi Safra, then the true conquest of
Tabaristan in the Abbasid era in The era of Caliph Abu Jaafar al-Mansur, and the
revolts that followed by the people of Tabaristan, and the campaigns carried out by
the Abbasid caliphs until the elimination of the Mazyar ibn Qarin rebellion and the
entry of Tabaristan under the Tahirid rule, and what Tabaristan suffered due to the
bad policy of the Tahirid workers, which led to The rise of the Alawite emirate in
it, and we reviewed the most important political events in it with the Tahirin, the
Saffarids, and the Samanids, and until the fall of the Alawite emirate, and the
establishment of the Ziyarid emirate in it.

Chapter One dealt with the study of agricultural activity in Tabaristan
because it is the first source of the economic activity and the main craft practiced
by most of the population . In this chapter, systems Land ownership and its types,
and factors of increasing agricultural activity represented in soil, climate and water
, their use in irrigating agricultural lands, the state's role in increasing agricultural
activity and the most important obstacles facing agricultural activity were discussed
. It also handles the main agricultural crops and their types such as cereals, fruit
orchards, vegetables, food, industrial crops, and forest trees And natural plants, and
livestock display in the region with all kinds, both domestic and wild, and fish and
marine animals.

Chapter two examined the industrial activity in Tabaristan, such as all kinds
of textile industries such as cotton, wool, silk, and linen clothes, with a review of
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the most important types of clothing, and the types of brushes and feathers used in
homes. The most prominent types of minerals and precious stones were also
discussed in terms of naming and areas of extraction, and the metal industries on
which all kinds were based: such as the manufacture of furniture, utensils,
weapons, jewelry and others. And the most important wooden, glass and pottery
industries, as well as the food, perfumes and leather industries.

Chapter three examined the commercial activity in Tabaristan, indicating
the position of trade and the most important trade routes in it, both internal and
external, and the most important centers and commercial markets. The most
important money in circulation for the residents of Tabaristan, at home and abroad,
such as the dirham and the dinar, was also reviewed, and their forms and places of
coining were given an account. The study also dealt with the status of merchants
and their role in the economic process in Tabaristan, and the most important
commercial organizations and their means. Then we dealt with foreign trade, which
included the commercial relations between Tabaristan and the surrounding regions
or countries, as well as the most important exported and imported goods to and
from Tabaristan.

In Chapter four the social life in Tabaristan was reviewed in terms of the
ethnic and religious composition of the Tabaristan community, with an explanation
of the most important elements of the population. As well as reviewing the most
important religions and sects spread in them. As well as addressing the class
formation of society in Tabaristan, such as the special class, the public class, and
social groups in it, beside the review of the general physical and moral character of
the Tabaristan community, and the language and names of the people of Tabaristan,
in addition to the status of women in society, marriage and raising children
clothing and food, holidays, events and displays of luxury and entertainment, then
explaining the most important public facilities and services, such as mosques,
mosques, schools, gorges, corners, bimaristans, palaces, castles, shrines, and homes
and their design. Through the research, we showed that Tabaristan enjoys the
fertility of its lands and the presence of rivers running in it, and the rain falling
throughout the year, and the frequent snowfall in the winter season, which
contributed to the revitalization of the agricultural factor in it and its richness in
various agricultural crops, which led to the diversity of animal wealth and its
homogeneity with the presence of horses And mules, donkeys, camels, etc. In
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addition to its distinctiveness in the spread of precious metals of all kinds, such as
gold, silver, precious stones, iron, copper, etc., and this led to a wide industrial
renaissance, which depended on agricultural and animal production and the
abundance of minerals as a raw material in the industry. Also it tackled tools and
utensils perfumery, pottery and glass making, etc., and according to the activity of
the economic aspects of cultivation and manufacture, these activities must be
translated into trade exchange with the neighboring regions, and the extensive
commercial activity between Tabaristan and the rest of the Islamic Arab states in
the Abbasid era led to the establishment of Specialized markets in the cities of
Tabaristan The cities of Tabaristan, and the increase in industrial centers in the
industrial cities, which began to increase production for export purposes to various
Islamic regions.

Through the study of social life, it was found that the Tabaristan community
consists of several elements such as Persians, Daylam, Kurds, Turks, Arabs, and
others. In terms of social status, people are divided into several private and public
classes, which include many groups. This was reflected in the religion there, and
Tabaristan was a mixture of religions, sects, and religious groups, which indicated
the different ways of thinking and ways of life in it. The class differences of society
groups in Tabaristan had a great impact on the diversity of food and clothing, as
well as the difference in festivals and occasions such as the ancient Persian feasts,
as well as Islamic holidays, as well as the interest of the people of Tabaristan in
public facilities, especially mosques, schools, gorges, angles, and bimaristans. And
houses, palaces, castles, and other public facilities.

The study concluded with appendices that included maps of Tabaristan and the
trade routes for the reader to see and to determine the sites and cities, and pictures
of the money coined in Tabaristan for dirhams and dinars, and according to the
sources that dealt with the study of coinage and according to what it was found and
preserved in most international museums. It also ended with a list of references
and a summery in both Arabic and English.
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
