Rather¢ it goes beyond them with indirect signs that serve as
auxiliary tools in communicating the meaning¢ as they have the ability to
translate what goes on in the soul of feelings and emotions. on it¢ The
research sought to study these signs as a distinctive feature of linguistic
speech in general and for the courting poets in particular< and how to
communicate because the sign is one of the truest and most eloquent
languages as it reaches the hearts without barriers. Language (through
sensory or dream signals) so that the utterances depart from their direct
significance to denote implicit meanings that are often intended« He does
not resort to implication unless he believes that addressing the world of
implicit meaning has a deductive possibility that enables him to reach it.
Communication depends on the intentional character of the
message/signal¢ and on the inferences made by the addressee; It is a
language full of infinite expressions that are infinite¢ it reduces all the

global languages.

The first chapter (the talking of the implicit/hidden sign of the
