Abstract

The present research aimed of investigating the impact of using
drawn story's teachnic on the attainment of primary school pupils in
reading subject , and also to knew their inclinations towards this subject .
To fallfil these aims , two basic and three sub-hypotheses were put and
examined . The research limited to fourth year male pupils in two primary
schools in Neneva for the academic year 2005-2006 .

The researcher used the Equivalent-Groups Experimental Design .
The sample consisted of (51) pupils divided an two groups ; (24) pupils
represented the experimental group (taught by drawn story's technic) ,
(27) pupils represented the control group ( tought by traditional method ).
The equivalence between groups was done in some variables ; age ,
pupils' grades in Arabic language subject for the previous year , general
mean score for the prerious academic year , in telligence test grades and
parents instructional level . Two instructors of Arabic

Texts subject in in the two schools were assigned to teach members
of the samples .

The researcher prepared drawn stories and daily plan of teaching .
Instrments for measuring the three skills of reading ( comprcherding ,
correctness and speed ) were written and chosen by the researcher . He
prepared an attainment test for measuning comprehending texts . He also
chose reading texts of (50) wards from the Arabic reading book for fourth
primary class , to measure the correetness and speed of reading . Another
instrument for measuring inclinations towards reading was chosen .
Those instruments were given to a group of specialists to test their face
validity . To test their reliability , the attainment test and the tool of
measuring in clinations toward reading were given to a sample . The

reliability was tested using pre-test method . The reliability for the



attainment test was (0.89) which consisted of (16) items . The reliability

for the tool of measuring inclinations was (0.86) . This reliability is

acceptable in the educational researches .

The experiment started on 13" | feb. 2006 and lasted for six

weeks . After application the data was analyzed statically using (t-test) for

in depended samples . The results were :

1-

significant statistical difference at (0.05) level , between the mean
scores of the experimental group (taught by drawn story's technic )
and the control group ( tought by traditional method ) in the
attainment for three reading skills ( comprehend , correctness and
speed ) and for the benefit of the experimented group .

Significant statistical difference at (0.05) level , between the mean
scores of the experimental group ( taught by drawn story's technic )
and the control group ( taught by traditional method ) in the
attainment in comprehending reading texts and for the benefil of
the experimental group .

Significant statistical difference at (0.05) level between the mean
scores of the experimented group ( taught by drawn story's technic)
and the control group ( taught by traditional method ) in the
attainment in correctness of reading texts and for the benefit of the
experimental group .

Significant statistical difference at (0.05) level between the mean
scores of the experimental group (taught by drawn story's technic )
and the control group ( taught by traditional method ) in the
attainment in speed of reading texts and for the benefit of the
experimental group .

Significant statistical difference at (0.05) level between the mean
scores of the experimental group (taught by drawn story's technic )

and the control group ( taught by traditional method ) in the



inclinations towards reading texts subject and for the benefil of the
experimental group .

In the light of the above findings , the researcher
recommends paying more attention in using drawn story's technic
to come upon the aims of reading text subject and in clinations
towards it .

The researcher suggested to draw researches on the
attainment of female pupils in the primary schools in reading text
subject and their indignations towards it . He also suggested to
draw a comparative study on the impact of using drawn story's
teachic and cited story's technic in reading texts subject on the
attainment of pupils at primary schools and their inclinations

towards this subject.
