Analyzing The Discourse of Children’s Disputes in The
Mosuli Social Context

Disputets are considered part of everyday life. Everyone has different
goals, interests, priorities, agendas, personal styles and inevitably these
differences lead to disputes.The current study endeavors to describe the
dispute process in the social context of Mosuli Arabic society.It aims to
show the role of language in achieving this goal.

Different samples have been chosen from the people of Mosul in
different social situations that deal with disputes.In addition dispute does
not happen accidently.lt requires the awareness of the participant to think
about how to speak out his utterances .The data to be analyzed have been
tape-recorded without people’s prior knowledge .The most relavent data to
the purposes of study were elected to be analyzed then translated from
typical Mosuli dialect into English.

How the message is delivered and understood has been the work of
discourse analysis by the use of Sinclair and Coulthard (1975) model
.Coulthard asserts that the concept of acts are very general, in the sense
that elicitation, for instance, has its function “to request a linguistic
response, and informative “to provide information”.The conflict is turned on
by initiation represented by the smallest analytical unit an act made by the
participant.When it is developed, further acts are made by participant’s
contributions to an exchange.Successive participant’s exchanges about a
specific topic are going to form a sequence and so on until the discourse
approaches to a termination.Five texts will be analyzed in this thesis.
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
