Creative Leadership and its Relation to The Creative Self-Efficacy
of Physical Education Female Teachers in the Governorate of

Nineveh

The research aims at:

Building a scale of creative leadership of female teachers of physical
education in the governorate of Nineveh.

Determining the level of sports creative leadership of female teachers
in the governorate of Nineveh.

Determining the level of creative self-efficacy among female teachers
of physical education in the governorate of Nineveh.

Identifying the relationship between the sports creative leadership and
creative self-efficacy among female teachers of physical education in
the governorate of Nineveh.

Identifying differences in the creative leadership of female teachers
of physical education in the governorate of Nineveh depending on the

variables of scientific qualification and years of service and age.

The descriptive approach is used in the survey. The research community and

its sample include physical education female teachers in the governorate of

Nineveh. (270)schools, divided into two sections, the first section included

the sample of the building (exactly 170 schools), while the second section

included the sample of the application (exactly 100 schools).

To achieve the research objectives, the two following research tools have

been used:

1.

A scale of creative leadership of female teachers of physical

education, which the researcher built.



2. The scale of creative self-efficacy (Abbott, 2010) and prepared by
(Al-Otaibi, 2016)

Data have been statistically treated using (percentage, mean, standard
deviation, T test, Pearson's simple correlation coefficient, Spearman-Brown
equation, alpha-Cronbach equation, mean, variance analysis, and alpha
coefficient. The data were processed using the SPSS program. The most
important conclusions are as follows:

— Validity of the scale of creative leadership of female teachers of
physical education in the center of the governorate of Nineveh and its
ability to diagnose creative leadership when used as a means of
measurement.

— Female Teachers of physical education in the center of the
governorate of Nineveh have positive levels according to the scale of
creative leadership.

— Female Teachers sport education in the center of the governorate of
Nineveh have positive levels on the scale of self-efficacy creative.

— There 1s a significant relationship between creative leadership and
creative self-efficacy among female teachers of physical education in
the center of the governorate of Nineveh.

In order to complete the benefit of the current research, the researcher comes
out with a number of recommendations:

Utilizing the scale of creative leadership of physical education female
teachers, which was built by the researcher and the possibility of applying it
for similar researches.

-Encouraging the female teachers of sport education to continue the creative
leadership with the necessary support for them to benefit from it in the

future.



— Encouraging and training female teachers of sports education to
exercise creative leadership to reflect the degree of self-efficacy of
creative teachers.

— Holding workshops by the Department of Sports Activities in the
Directorate of Nineveh Education for training on ways to improve the
creative self-efficacy of female teachers of physical education.

— Conducting studies on other similar and representative samples to
examine differences in creative leadership and creative self-efficacy
according to demographic and functional variables (gender, marital

status).
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
