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Abstract

Legislation is the highest conclusion of the human mind and, at the same
time, the most serious conclusion. It is possible to guide and determine the
conduct of individuals, restrict their freedom and determine what they are
allowed to do and what they are forbidden to do. Legislation like other matters
of life that always need to be reformulated, modified and perpetuated whenever
necessary. But the problems of legislative text are not small and the optimal
solution is not insignificant.The drafted legislative text is in many stages the
product of many conflicts, suggestions and interactions. The drafting of the
legislative text is therefore not absurd, but rather the product of attractions,
strategies, ethics, arts, sciences, ideas, theories, assumptions and very precise

skills .

In this study, we have tried to address several fundamental issues,
including what is the legislative wording, clarifying its definition, characteristics,
elements and distinction, and then outlining the disciplines on which the
drafting of the text is based and the substantive requirements of the drafted

text, as well as the requirements .

We then set out the controls on which the wording of the text is based
and the substantive requirements of the drafted text. In addition to the
requirements of the Legislative Drafter and his ability to analyze and assimilate
him to the hypotheses that result from the text, As well as enjoying the Queen
of Inspiration and his knowledge of other legal sciences, We were then
exposed to some defects in the texts on the subject of civil litigation and

proposed solutions ..

This study has shown us that the wording of the legislative text is a
double—-edged weapon, since the sober legislative text has a positive effect
leading to speedy resolution of cases and reduced procedural waste and
ensuring that litigants respect the drafted legislative text. Which reduces the
procrastination by some litigants as well as the impact it has on the judge to

limit the over—interpretation of the legislative text. On the other hand, we found
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that a poorly drafted legislative text could have significant and serious negative
effects on civil litigation from slow litigation and ineffective procedural sanction,
resulting in a lack of respect for the legislative text, as well as the complexity of

the proceedings, the loss of procedure and the possible extension of the order.

The text may even be drafted in an ambiguous or incomprehensible
manner or do not fully address the issue, thus confusing the judiciary, forcing
the judge to resort to the interpretation that ultimately leads to contradictory

judgements..
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
