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Abstract

The current research aims to find out:

The effect of the planning organizations strategy on the achievement of
fourth-grade literary students in the subject of geography and their
attitude towards it.

The researcher assumed that:

1. There is no statistically significant difference at the level (0.05)
between the average achievement of the students of the two experimental
groups that will be studied according to the strategy of the planning and
control organizations that will be studied according to the usual method
in the geography subject.

2. There is no statistically significant difference at the level (0.05)
between the average orientation of the students of the two experimental
groups that will be studied according to the strategy of the planning and
control organizations that will be studied according to the usual method
towards the geography subject.

The researcher relied on the experimental method for its suitability to
the nature of the research, as the research community was determined by
all students of the fourth literary grade in middle and secondary schools
in the city center of Mosul for the academic year (2020-2021). The
geographic subject includes their willingness to cooperate with the
researcher, and to provide the necessary facilities to conduct the research
experiment and implement it by the researcher.

The research sample consisted of (64) students who were distributed
into two groups (experimental and control) equal in a number of variables
(chronological age in months, intelligence, educational level of the
parents, students’ degree in geography for the third intermediate grade,
the general average for students in the third grade) first. An experimental
one who studied geography according to the planning organization's
strategy, and the second control one who studied geography according to
the usual method.

To achieve the objectives of the research and test its hypotheses, the
researcher prepared two tools, the first of which is an objective
achievement test of the type of multiple choice, four alternatives, which is
in its final form of (30) paragraphs, which were characterized by honesty
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and reliability, whose percentage reached (0.87) using the Corder-
Richardson equation -20 as well as extracting its psychometric properties
from ease, difficulty and coefficient Discrimination were all within the
acceptable range. As for the second tool, it was a measure of the trend, in
its final form, consisting of (30) paragraphs, followed by five alternatives
(according to a degree: very large, large, medium, few, very few) The
researcher verified its sincerity and stability by using the alpha-Cronbach
equation, and its ratio was (0.89) as well as the strength of its paragraphs
discrimination. In attendance for one day a week and communicating
with them electronically. After the experiment ended, the researcher
applied his tools to the basic sample members of the two groups on
Saturday 20/2/2121 and Tuesday 23/2/2021, then collected data and
analyzed it statistically using the t-test for two independent samples via
the statistical bag (spss).

The results turned out to be:

1. There is a statistically significant difference at the level of significance
(0.05) between the average scores of the students of the two experimental
groups who studied according to the planning and control organizations
that studied according to the usual method in the geography subject and
in favor of the experimental group.

2. There is a statistically significant difference at the level of significance
(0.05) between the mean scores of the students of the two experimental
groups who studied according to the planning and control organizations
that studied according to the usual method towards the geography subject
and in favor of the experimental group.

research results:

1. The planning organizations strategy has clearly and effectively
contributed to the achievement of the fourth-grade literary students, the
experimental group, in the subject of geography.

2. The planning organizations strategy improved the attitude of the fourth
grade literary students of the experimental group towards the subject of

geography.

He also made a number of recommendations, including:

1. Emphasis on specialized supervision of the geography subject towards
activating educational programs through their application, especially
those programs that develop students' achievement and attitude.

2. The Curricula Directorate in the Ministry of Education adopts the
proposed programs and incorporates them into plans and activities to
benefit from them in life situations and educational life.

He suggested a number of titles for future research, including:

1. Comparing the strategy of planning organizations and other teaching
strategies, such as the strategy of flexible groups and their impact on the
variables of concepts, skills and tendencies among middle school students
in the subject of geography.

2. Conducting a similar study on the strategy of planning organizations on
other subjects and stages of study.
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
