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Abstract

This thesis is a study and verification of a manuscript titled "Al-
Rawdah Al-Marba'ah fi Seerah Al-Khulafaa Al-Arba'ah" (The
Quadrilateral Garden in the Biography of the Four Caliphs) by Abdul
Basit bin Khalil Al-Malti, who passed away in 920 AH / 1514 AD. The
author of this book is one of the historians of the 9th century AH and a
descendant of princes in the Mamluk Sultanate.

The book "Al-Rawdah Al-Marba'ah" is a historical work that falls
under the category of biographies and translations. It includes biographies
of the four caliphs during the Rashidun Caliphate: Abu Bakr, Umar,
Uthman, and Ali. It discusses their lives, virtues, achievements, the
conquests during their reigns, and how power was transferred among
them.

The importance of this book lies in its being a manuscript under
verification, authored by a renowned scholar of the Circassian Mamluk
state, who, along with his father, was well-known for their service to the
Circassian state.

The study aims to introduce the book and its author, uncover the
author's scientific efforts and contributions, and understand the author's
sources and methodology in the book.

The thesis is divided into an introduction and preface, and three
chapters. The preface discusses the era of the author. The first chapter
covers the author's life. The second chapter is a study of the manuscript,
including its attribution to the author, its contents, importance, sources,
methodology, and the researcher's methodology in verification, as well as
a description of the manuscript copy. The third chapter involves a
scientific verification of the text, with commentary on its contents. The
thesis concludes with a summary of the main findings and an English
abstract, followed by an appendix, and a list of sources and references.
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
