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Abstract

The aim of the research is to measure the level of behavioral
problems and the level of emotional maturity of Preparatory school
students returning from displacement to Nineveh governorate schools,
and to reveal the differences in both the level of behavioral problems and
the level of emotional maturity among the members of the research
sample according to the variables: gender (male / female), duration
Displacement (less than two years, more than two years), the place of
residence in the displacement (camps / others), as well as the disclosure
of the relationship between the level of behavioral problems and the level
of emotional maturity of the members of the research sample, and the
disclosure of the relationship between the level of behavioral problems
and the level of emotional maturity of The point and case of loss of one
or both parents of the members of the research sample.

The main research sample consisted of (581) male and female
students who were displaced from Nineveh Governorate due to the
occupation of (ISIS terrorist gangs) to cities (Kirkuk, Erbil, Dohuk, and
Sulaymaniyah) and those returning from displacement after liberating the
governorate, the researcher adopted two measures, the first is the
behavioral problems scale that It was prepared by the researcher and it
consists of (54) paragraphs divided into four areas: (academic, social,
emotional, and personal), and the paragraphs of the scale are answered by
choosing one of the following alternatives: (It applies to me often, it
applies to me sometimes, it applies to me rarely). The scale is based on
the method (apparent honesty, global validity, and constructive validity).
The results of all methods are good and indicate that the scale has an
acceptable degree of honesty. The reliability of the scale was also
calculated by two methods: (application and re-application, and the
Alpha-Cronbach coefficient). The researcher also used the (Al-Qaisi
1997) scale consisting of (52) items to measure the emotional maturity of
the members of the research sample in four areas (self-reliance and
confidence in it, feeling reassured, compatibility with others, control and
psychological stability), and the validity of the scale was extracted based
on the method of honesty. And based on the opinions of experts, some
paragraphs were modified, in addition to changing the alternatives to the
answer to suit the age of the members of the research sample, and the
global validity and structural validity of the scale were extracted. The
researcher used the T-test for one and two samples, the Pearson
correlation coefficient, the Point Bicerial correlation coefficient, and the
Alpha-Cronbach coefficient to achieve the research objectives.

The results of the research showed that the level of behavioral
problems suffered by the members of the research sample is higher than



the theoretical average and with a statistically significant difference, and
the level of emotional maturity of the research sample members is lower
than the theoretical average of the scale, and the results showed that there
is a difference in behavioral problems among the members of the research
sample depending on the type variable. Sex (males / females) The
difference was in favor of the arithmetic mean for males, meaning that
males exhibit more behavioral problems than females, and the results also
showed a difference in the level of emotional maturity between
individuals of the research sample according to the gender variable
(males / females) and in favor of the arithmetic mean of females, i.e. The
level of emotional maturity in females is higher than the level of
emotional maturity in males, in addition to that the relationship between
the level of behavioral problems and the level of emotional maturity was
positive and statistically significant, and the results did not show
differences in the level of behavioral problems and the level of emotional
maturity of the individuals of the research sample depending on the
variables (duration of displacement, Place of residence in displacement,
in the event of loss of one or both parents). In light of these results, the
researcher presented a number of recommendations and proposals.
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
