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Abstract

The aim of the current research is to set a test of evaluation
capabilities, and measuring the level of these abilities for high school
students, and identifying differences according to the class and gender
variable .

The evaluation capabilities refer to the different types of mental
activity that aims to verify information and its results and reveal its
validity by comparing it with a specific criterion of information and it
consists of shapes, symbols and meanings. The research boundaries
include students from first intermediate class to sixth preparatory class
and of both genders (males and females) and from both (scientific and
literary) branches for the academic year 2019-2020 for schools in
Nineveh Governorate Center.

The research sample consists of (897) students distributed
according to their gender and class. The researcher has set a test to
measure evaluation capabilities, the test initially consists of (100) items,
the researcher made the validity measures (Virtual honesty, construction,
internal consistency, standard error and factorial analysis), also she
calculated the distinguishing ability of the test items, (34) items were
deleted. Reliability (retest, mid-division, and Alpha Kronbach) was
calculated, and the highest score on the test is final, and the lowest score
(zero) with a hypothetical mean of (33) items. The results showed that the
sample members were at an average level. Because their arithmetic mean
falls within the intermediate level scores to test the evaluation
capabilities. Also found a statistically significant difference for the first
and third classes in favor of the third class. Also found a statistically

significant difference between males and females in favor of females.



A statistically significant difference between males and females
was found in the fourth and sixth classes in favor of females. Also found
a statistically significant difference between scientific and literary for the
benefit of scientific specialization.

The interaction between gender, class, and specialization was not
statistically significant. The researcher has made a number of
recommendations, including:

1. Educators working in the General Directorate of Education should
take advantage of the test prepared by the researcher to reveal the
students' evaluation capabilities when categorizing them from the
scientific and literary branch.

2. Those responsible for developing curricula should reconsider the
mechanism used today and adopt curricula that emphasize the

development of mental capabilities, including evaluation capabilities.

The researcher also developed a number of proposals, including:

1. Conducting a pilot study entitled (The Impact of an Educational
Program in Accordance with the Guildford Theory of Developing
Evaluation Capabilities).

2. Conducting a study on the relationship between evaluation

capabilities and creative and critical thinking.
