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Abstract:

A comprehensive look at the life of the author Ibn Hadidah (783 AH/1381
AD), his resources and his approach in his only book known as "Al-Misbah Al-
Mudhi' fi Kutab Al-Nabi Al-Ummi Wa Rasooluhu Ila Muluk Al-Ard Min Arabi
Wa Ajami", where he collected in his book the biographies of the Prophet's
(PBUH) writers and correspondents and those to whom the Prophet (PBUH)
sent and wrote to from the Arab and Ajami kings and their statistics. The study
was divided into an introduction and three chapters.

The first chapter talked about Ibn Hadidah's biography, his scientific status
and his era. The second chapter included Ibn Hadidah's various resources that
he included in his book, which are divided into many sections such as
interpretation, the biography of the Prophet, history, biographies, language and
other works. The third chapter included Ibn Hadidah's approach in his book, the
characteristics of this approach, the way he took the narrations and how he
referred to the scholars and their works.

Studying the works of scholars is of great importance in revealing his
methodology and resources. Through our perusal of his book “Al-Misbah Al-
Mudhi’” we concluded that he followed in the footsteps of ancient historians
such as Ibn Ishaq, Ibn Hisham, Ibn Saad, Al-Waqidi and others. Therefore, |
found that he followed the same methodology followed by them in citing
narrations, discussing them, explaining their wording and the strangeness of
their language. In this study, I tried to stand on Ibn Hadidah’s resources, their
formations, their explanation and their statistics, and to place each resource in
the section designated for it.
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
