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Abstract

The current research entitled: "The Denotation of the morphological
structures in the stories of Noah and Ibrahim in the glorious Quran — a
balancing morphological study - " tackles the morphological aspects and
the meanings these structures denoted including the verbs, derivatives and
nouns, which were mentioned in the two stories. The essential basis in
that is manifesting the denotative function in the structure that enriched
the meaning as well as demonstrating the accurate expression the study
derived from the denotation of the structure itself in each one of the

linguistic and situational contexts in which they were mentioned.

Accordingly, the study involved an introduction and three chapters.
Chapter one dealt with the morphological structures in Noah's story and
their denotations, while chapter two addressed the morphological
structures in Ibrahim's story. From the other hand, chapter three
mentioned the balancing between the morphological structures in both of
the two stories. While the preface highlighted the definition of the
structures linguistically and terminologically in addition to manifesting
the most important events of the two noble prophets (peace and blessings

of Allah be upon them).

The study concluded that the morphological structures enriched the
meaning especially by the diversity in the various contexts in which they

occured.

This study comes as complementary to the importance of
morphological structures in terms of expressing the concepts to which the
Quran endeavors to reach and the denotations of these structure are often

employed in the context of the event including the dialogue and



conversation and that is manifested particularly by the call of the prophets
to the people to abandon the graceless traditions and customs which were
embedded and exacerbated profoundlyso, the call of the prophet came to

rescue the society from the darkness and take it to the light.
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
