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Abstract

The implicit meaning in the poetry of Abid AlWahab Al Bayati
The term of the implicit meaning carries an ambiguous understandings to the
degree that it could be interpreted in different ways. The term is simple and
clear at the first glance but in fact it is very complex and ambiguous.

The implicit meaning is a hidden order behind the masks of ( the literary
aesthetic) and it is considered as a wide basement of the iceberg which
dives in deep water afraid of being burnt or melt by the sun beams can be
everywhere.
